CELLARING With careful cellaring, this wine has good potential for ageing.

BOUQUET: Dominated by red and black cherry with supporting earth and spice notes. 

PALATE: Cherry and spice notes with pronounced minerality.  Currently the wine is 
very youthful with bright acidity and supporting firm but very fine tannins.  
Showing plenty of promise for further development.
